The City of Imperial has an agreement with Republic Services (aka Allied Waste) for Residential and Commercial
Waste and Recycling Collection services. The agreement calls for an annual rate adjustment based upon the Consumer
Price Index for All Urban Consumers (Water, Sewer, and Trash Collection Services) U.S. city average of no more than
four percent (4%) per calendar year. CPI is currently at 5.06%; however, in contractual agreements, Republic Services
has an increase cap of no more than four percent (4%) annually.

We have prepared for your review the annual solid waste adjustment based on our Solid
Waste Collection Service Agreement executed between the City of Imperial and Allied
Waste Transportation, Inc., dba Republic Services of Imperial.

Under the terms of the agreement, the annual adjustment to rates is based on the year-over-
year percentage increase in CPI, using the CPI for All Urban Consumers: Water, Sewer and
Trash Collection Services as published by the US Bureau of Labor Statistics. The current
CPI percentage increase year-over-year is 5.06%, however as noted in the agreement, the
maximum CPI increase in any one year shall not exceed four percent (4.0%). Therefore,
Republic is petioning the City for a four percent (4.0%) rate increase beginning January 1,
2025.

We want to thank you for the privilege of being your partner in providing solid waste and
recycling services to the residents of Imperial. Republic Services is proud to serve the
community and our continued partnership with the City of Imperial.
